The National Testing Agency (NTA) has initiated a new process for registering Ohservers in an

Observer Pool, This pool will serve as a resource for deploying Observers during various
cxaminations conducted by NTA.

As a first step, NPA has developed @ registration form on its dedicated web portal
; oi). Eligible candidates are requested to register themselves on this portal. Officials- all lis, NITs, Central/Stare Universities, Kendriya Vidyalayas (KVS). and Navodaya

Vidyalayas (NVS) are encouraged to nominate their eligible faculty members to apply in this
registration portal.

Follawing will be some of the major responsibilities of the observers:

Observers play 4 critical role in the NTA’s examination administration process. “Their
responsibilities include:

i Observers assist Site Supervisors, Invigilators, and other officials to envure the smooth
and fair conduct of examinations.

ii, They certi\ that examination practices are being adhered to as per the NTA guidelines.
iii, Observers ensure that the provisions and norms for Persons with Disubilities (P1¥D;candidatesare being followed.

iy. As NTA representatives, Observers are entrusted with the responsibility to oversee all
aspects uf the examination's conduct. They ensure punctuality. fairness, anu
fransparency at the examination centre, enhancing the credibility of the N7A
exaniination system.

» Ohservers participate in briefing sessions convened by the Centre Headfor Invigilators,
security personnel, volunteers, and all concerned staff. These sessions address important
instructions, dos and don'ts for conducting the examination,
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vi. ii. Observers inspect examination centres, including halls and rooms, to ensure compliance
with social distancing norms and Safety measures. They verify that sealing arrangements
are as per norms, ensure candidates' comfort, and rule out any possibility ofmalpractice

vii, Observers monitor key processes, such as Srisking through Hand-Held Metal Detectors
(HHMD), identity verification of candidates, and adherence to other NTA norms.

Given their critical role, retired personnel from the Army, Navy, Air Force, and other defense
services are also invited to register as Observers, bringing their expertise and discipline to
